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Vorbemerkung

Die hier vorgelegte Konkordanz, welche den Verbleib bzw.
Verlust der von den Bridern Schlagintweit in Indien und
den angrenzenden Hochgebirgen aufgenommenen Aqua-
relle und Zeichnungen systematisch darzustellen versucht,
war in kiirzerer Form als Anhang zu meinem Beitrag ,,Zwi-
schen Dokument und Kunstwerk. Zeichnungen und Aqua-
relle aus Indien und Hochasien* im Katalogband ,Uber den
Himalaya. Die Expedition der Bruder Schlagintweit nach
Indien und Zentralasien 1854 bis 1858*, Koln / Weimar /
Wien (Bohlau) 2015 vorgesehen. Bei Abschluss der Arbeit
zeigte sich, dass sie fir Aul3enstehende nur in Verbindung
mit dem General Register der Zeichnungen sinnvoll zu be-
nutzen ware, so dass ein Teilabdruck dieses schwer zu-
ganglichen Dokuments unumgéanglich erschien. Der daraus
resultierende Textumfang stand allerdings in keinem Ver-
haltnis zu dem sehr eingeschrankten Interesse der Konkor-
danz fur ein breites Publikum. Daher wurde die Liste aus
dem Katalogband ausgegliedert und wird hiermit als sepa-

rater Datensatz bzw. Druck vorgelegt.

Von den einst etwa 750 Blattern, welche Hermann und
Robert Schlagintweit als ,Originale“ von der Reise klassifi-
ziert haben, sind gegenwartig nur noch etwa 470 im Origi-
nal nachweisbar (in der Staatlichen Graphischen Samm-
lung Miinchen, im Alpinen Museum des Deutschen Alpen-
vereins sowie in den Explanatory Volumes im Schlagint-
weit-Nachlass in der Bayerischen Staatsbibliothek), weitere
aber durch zeitgenéssische Reproduktionen tberliefert. Die
nachfolgende Konkordanz stitzt sich auf das 1859 in Berlin
gedruckte General Register!, den sog. Indexband? und
schlie3lich auf die Listen der von Emil Schlagintweit im
Zuge seiner Verkaufsbemihungen angelegten Serien | und
113, d. h. der nach Wien abgegebenen bzw. der fir das

Munchner Kupferstichkabinett vorgesehenen Zeichnungen.

Bei der anfanglichen Ordnung des Materials in Berlin durch
Hermann Schlagintweit wurden die ,Originale”, sofern nicht
als Uberformate gerollt, auf mit weiBem Leinen kaschierte
Kartons im Format ca. 46,7 x 68,5 cm aufgelegt und in
zwanzig teils topografische, teils thematische Gruppen ge-

gliedert. Jeder Karton wurde dreifach mit der Nummer der



Gruppe, der Nummer innerhalb dieser Gruppe und schliel3-
lich der laufenden Nummer des General Register gestem-
pelt (z. B. 15-23-320). Die Auflistung im General Register
von 1859 umfasst nur die ,Originale, d. h. 20 Gruppen mit
insgesamt 700 Zeichnungen. Zeichnungen von Mitarbeitern
sowie Darstellungen von Personen wurden von Hermann

Schlagintweit in der Regel nicht beriicksichtigt.

Die erlauternden ,Pausen®, auf mit braunem Leinen ka-
schierte Kartons aufgelegt und mit denselben Nummern
gestempelt wie die Originale, wurden als Arbeitsmaterial
gruppenweise in groRe Foliobande (Explanatory Volumes)*
eingebunden. Da nicht fur alle Originale Pausen vorlagen,
wurden als Fehlblatter leere Seiten mit einem Vermerk ein-
geschossen. Im Zuge der Ausscheidung zahlreicher Blatter
durch den Universalerben Emil Schlagintweit wurden aber
auch Originale in die Pausenbande eingelegt, die spater
grof3enteils wieder entfernt wurden. Der ride Umgang mit
diesen Banden in spaterer Zeit, bei dem zahlreiche Pausen
herausgeschnitten, aber auch Fehlblatter herausgerissen
wurden, erschwert die Erschlie3ung des urspringlichen
Zustands teilweise erheblich.

Das erst nach der Drucklegung aufgefundene (1859 und
1862) Material von Adolphs letzter Reise, fur den internen
Gebrauch als Gruppe XXI zusammengefasst, haben die
Bruder in verschiedenen Anlaufen handschriftlich zu ordnen
versucht, ohne sich dabei auf eine verbindliche Nummerie-
rung festzulegen und alle Fehler zu tilgen. Fir die vorlie-
gende Konkordanz wurde die chronologische Ordnung der
Gruppe XXI zugrunde gelegt, die Emil in einer im Index-
band eingeklebten autographierten Liste in der rechten
Spalte festgehalten hat. Hermanns friilhere Angaben zu
Nummern der Gruppe XXI in Band 4 der ,Reisen“ wurden,

soweit moglich, umgerechnet.

Die Schlagintweit waren keine Meister der Arithmetik und
Systematik. Bei den Daten (vielleicht auch bei den Auto-
renangaben) unterliefen ihnen offenbare Fehler, die nicht in
allen Fallen korrigiert werden kdonnen. Zweifelhafte Daten
sind hier mit (?) gekennzeichnet, berichtigte mit (!). Die
neuen Angaben stitzen sich auf Anmerkungen des Nach-
fahren Stefan Schlagintweit, der in mihevoller Arbeit die
Zeichnungen mit den Reiserouten und Aufenthaltsdaten zu
korrelieren versucht hat.> Eine Gewahr fir die Richtigkeit

kann aber nur selten gegeben werden.



Ebenso schwierig ist die korrekte Bestimmung der Urheber.
Das gilt nicht nur fir das — in dem eingangs genannten Auf-
satz diskutierte — Phanomen, dass flr die Ausfihrung vieler
der eindrucksvollsten farbigen ,Schlagintweit-Zeichnungen*
Minchner Landschaftsmaler verantwortlich gewesen sind,
die kopierten, umzeichneten oder gar einfache Skizzen
extrapolierten. Die Namen der bearbeitenden Kiinstler sind
in der Konkordanz eingetragen, soweit aus den Eintragun-
gen und Listen im Indexband ersichtlich — doch sind diese
Listen manifest unvollstandig, wie einzelne doppelt vorlie-
gende ,Originale” oder aufbewahrte Uraufnahmen belegen.
Zugleich lassen die ,Pausen” in den Explanatory Volumes
mehrere Hande erkennen, ohne dass diese mit konkreten
Namen von Mitarbeitern — wie etwa dem britischen Leut-
nant Adams oder dem einheimischen draughtsman Abdul —
verbunden werden kénnten. Dass Hermann Schlagintweit
in Einzelfallen auch fremde Vorlagen kopierte oder gar
seine Urheberschaft fir ihm Gberlassene Zeichnungen be-
hauptete, zeigen die kulturhistorisch bedeutsamen Darstel-
lungen nepalesischer Architektur, die von dem britischen
Residenten in Nepal George Ramsay vermittelt waren: Die
hier unter 264 a-h verzeichneten (nicht in das General

Register aufgenommenen!) Blatter waren dem Eintrag im

Indexband zufolge von dem Pandit Rajman Singh verfer-
tigt.6 Sie entsprechen allerdings Zeichnungen, die dem
britischen Arzt Henry Ambrose Oldfield zugewiesen
werden’, und auch die beiden Blatter GR 263 und 264, die
Hermann ins General Register aufnahm und als Werke
seiner eigenen Hand deklarierte, bedienten sich

offensichtlich der Oldfield’schen Vorlagen?.

In die Konkordanz mit aufgenommen sind die bekannt
gewordenen Reproduktionen, welche das Aussehen einiger
verlorener Blatter Gberliefern. Sie finden sich vor allem im
Atlasband zu den unvollendet gebliebenen Results, in der
geplanten Reihe der photographischen Reproduktionen
nach den Zeichnungen, von denen ein erheblicher Teil in
der Staatsbibliothek Bamberg erhalten ist, sowie in den
Holzstichillustrationen zu den vier Banden von Hermanns
.Reisen in Indien und Hochasien®“. Hermann hat zwar wei-
tere Holzstiche zur lllustration einiger popularer Aufsatze
Uber seine Reisen herangezogen, doch wurden diese hier
wegen der mit der einwandfreien Identifizierung verbunde-

nen Schwierigkeiten aul3er Acht gelassen.
